A Study of Joshua, Judges and Ruth
Overview
Southeastern Leadership Training for Christ (SELTC) offers your congregation a great opportunity to develop future leaders.  Our goal in SELTC is to challenge kindergartner through twelfth graders to (1) grow in their knowledge of God’s Word, (2) discover and develop leadership skills, (3) develop a servant attitude, and (4) learn to work as a team.

This manual provides an extended overview of SELTC events.  Events are listed in the following categories:

· Pre-Convention Events – Pre-convention events explore talents from writing to Bible teaching.  These events involve using various talents to work on different projects designed to glorify God.
· Challenge Events – Challenge events are designed to encourage a lifestyle of study, service, and leadership.  Throughout the year, students are encouraged to spend time in God’s Word, serve others, participate in public worship and teach others.

· Display Events – Display Events allow students the opportunity to discover and develop artistic talents.

· Convention Events – Convention Events challenge students to spend time in God’s Word throughout the year, to develop specific talents in ways that serve God and others and to learn how to work as a team.   These events are highlighted at the annual convention, held each Easter weekend in Mobile, Alabama.

It cannot be emphasized enough – SELTC is not about preparing for a convention.  It is about helping our students grow in their relationship with God and each other.  We pray that students will seize the opportunity, through SELTC, to become strong leaders in their youth group, congregation, family, and community.

History of Leadership Training for Christ
Leadership Training for Christ began in 1989 in Texas to offer a training program for youth that emphasized leadership skills, Bible knowledge, and service.  Rather than competing against each other, LTC has been designed so that children and teens can encourage each other.  What began as one convention in Texas has grown to a dozen convention sites across the nation.  More than 12,000 young men and women from across the country now meet on Easter weekend to celebrate their accomplishments from a year of Leadership Training for Christ.

2016 Theme - Refuge
When times are dark, when life is a struggle, when all seems lost, we need protection.  We need help.  We need a refuge.
For 2016 we will study the books of Joshua, Judges and Ruth.  Over and over in these books we see God protect His people and provide a place of refuge for them.  

We are excited to be joining with you in this study and discovering how we can find refuge in the Lord. 
As Boaz told Ruth – “May the Lord repay you for what you have done.  My you be richly rewarded by the Lord, the God of Israel, under whose wings you have come to take refuge.” – Ruth 2:12 NIV

· JUDGES RUBRICS

We have revised our judging sheets for many events.   They are included in the manual.  By reviewing these, you will know the judging requirements for each event. 

· DATES

The deadlines for the 2016 Convention are found in the manual.   Please make a note of them on your calendar.

· TEAM SHEETS

For all Team Events, whether Pre-Convention or Convention, you must print out a Team Sheet from the registration portal – reg.seltc.org

· JUDGES/DOOR MONITORS

You should register all judges for Saturday events on the portal – reg.seltc.org.   More information about judging requirements can be found on page 7 of this manual.

· CLOSING CEREMONY CHANGE

In lieu of the Closing Ceremony, we will have a time together during lunch.   This will be a time of “congregational” singing.   Scholarships will be awarded at this time.   
· AWARD PACKETS

Award Packets will be available 30 minutes after Puppets.
· CHURCH COORDINATOR COVENANT
All Church Coordinators will be required to sign a covenant.  This covenant is found on page 10 of this manual.  You will not have access to the portal until SELTC has received a signed copy from your congregation’s coordinator. 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Convention Guidelines
SELTC has been a wonderful experience for hundreds of families, primarily because of the effort many of you put forth throughout the year.  We want to make a special effort to let our light shine during the convention.  Please make sure all families are aware of these specific requests.
1. We are not the only guests at the hotel and the convention center.  Let’s all be on our best behavior.
2. Let’s make a special effort to keep the noise level down in hallways, foyers, and rooms.

3. For your safety and the safety of others, always walk in the corridors and other public places.

4. Allow others plenty of access to public facilities by properly using elevators and corridors.

5. Take special care to protect hotel, convention center, and SELTC property.

6. Stay on the hotel or convention center property unless accompanied by an adult sponsor.

7. There is a general curfew for all convention participants at 11:30 p.m. Friday and Saturday night.  Students should be in their rooms after curfew unless accompanied by an adult sponsor.

8. The nametag you receive at registration serves as your credentials for the convention.  It should be worn throughout the convention, even when you are not actively involved in an event.

9. All events on Saturday are at the Mobile Convention Center.  It will beneficial for you to locate the rooms in which you will participate at least 30 minutes prior to the starting time of an event.

10. It can be extremely distracting to students when others enter or exit a room while they are participating in an event.  Each event will have specific rules about entering and exiting the room.  Please respect our students and the effort they have put into each event.
Others’ impressions of Christ and HIS church are impacted by your behavior.

Represent your family, congregation, and Christ by maintaining high standards of conduct.
Congregation coordinators, please make sure each family attending the convention is aware of these guidelines.

Registration Information and Important Dates

Hotel Information
Hotel cost is $93 plus applicable tax per night.  A limited number of Parlor Rooms are available for $124.00 plus applicable tax per night. There is a 50% discount on the posted self-parking rate.  The current posted rate is $14.00. The current tax rate is 14%, but that is subject to change.    Reservations must be made directly through the Marriott Renaissance Riverview Plaza after you have registered with SELTC.

Registration Fee

The registration fee is $35 for each participant.  The fee applies to all events.  All participants must be registered.

There is no registration fee for adults or observers.

Refund Policy 

Requests for refunds must be submitted in writing via mail, fax, or e-mail.  Full refunds will be given if the request is made no later than February 22, 2106.  Refunds will be issued at 50% until March 7, 2016.  No refunds will be issued for withdrawals after March 7.2016.  Refund checks will be provided at the convention.  

Copy all the deadlines onto your personal calendar.  Make sure that all coaches and parents are informed of them as well.  Get very familiar with this manual.  If you have any questions, do not hesitate to call.  Please do not put your young people or their hard work in jeopardy because of an improper understanding of the rules.

Judging Information 

General Information
· There is a judge’s sheet that reflects the judging criteria for each event.
· Participants do NOT compete against each other.  Each participant is judged according to the criteria listed.
· Awards of gold, silver, and bronze will be given based on each individual’s performance.  For instance, if ten participants excel in speech, they may all receive gold medals.
· SELTC asks all adult judges to assess how a young person’s work meets the standards outlined in this book.

· Make sure we encourage students to perform to high standards.
· To encourage our youth to improve over the next year, judges must give clear, understandable, and positive feedback. 
· Judges at SELTC should not focus on the resources used (i.e. elaborate and expensive costumes), but rather on how students make use of the resources that they have available to them.
· The uniqueness of each individual must be taken into account.  The question is not, “Is this how I would have done it?” but, “Did this young person meet the standard or not?”
· Encourage those who have obviously put a great deal of time into their work and have worked hard to do their best.
· Students are at different points in their development.  There is a different set of standards (i.e. song leading) for a beginning third grader, a seventh grader struggling with a changing voice, and an experienced senior.
· Do not use any judging standard other than those outlined.
· You may judge your own child.  We do ask that you be objective.  Also, please note at the top of your judge’s form that you are a parent of this individual (i.e. speech) or a member of the group (i.e. chorus).
Requirements for Individual Congregations  
· Each congregation will be asked to provide judges, scorers, and/or room monitors for a given event based on the number of entrants that they may have in an event and the size of the congregation.  Judges and room monitors are for events held on Saturday.   Bible Bowl Scorers and Bible Quiz Proctors are for events held on Friday night.
· Friday night, you must provide one Scorer per Bible Bowl team that you have registered and one Bible Quiz Proctor if your congregation is participating in that event.
· A general rule to follow for the number of volunteers (judges and room monitors) you should have from your congregation on Saturday is to provide one adult per the following formula.
· Total number of “participants” in each event on Saturday divided by 5

· A participant in this example is not based on the actual number of people participating, but the total number of events in which they are participating.

· For example, Congregation ABCofC has 20 registered students.   10 of those are participating in Speech, 5 in Drama, 20 in Display Events and 5 in Puppets.   This would be 40 “participants” (10+5+20+5).  To determine the number of judges and room monitors you should provide, divide 40 by 5.   Congregation ABCofC would need to provide 8 judges/room monitors for Saturday events.  
Judging Information (cont.)
· Judges and Room Monitors should be registered online (http://reg.seltc.org).  This can be done anytime throughout the registration period. (See Online Registration Instructions in the forms section).
· Bible Bowl Scorers and Bible Quiz Proctors are not registered on the portal and are not counted towards the number of judges/room monitors we ask your congregation to provide.  

· All requests (whether by letter, fax, e-mail, or phone) for assistance in locating judges should be answered promptly. 
Judges and Room Monitors must attend all scheduled judges’ meetings and be at the correct location 15 minutes before the event.
· Judges should be familiar with the rules and judging sheets of each event they judge.
· Don’t over-commit.  Please make sure you fulfill all judging responsibilities before leaving an event.
· Adults with experience in a given event, who have the ability to encourage and not judge critically, and who have a heart for the mission of SELTC make the best candidates for judging positions.
General Event Information and Rules
Pre-Convention Events
· All pre-convention events must be postmarked no later than February 12, 2016.
· A pre-convention submission form (provided in the “forms” section of this manual) must be sent with each application.
· Some events require additional information that must be sent with each application.

· Awards and any items related to the event mailed to SELTC will be given to the congregation coordinator at the SELTC Convention.
· Participants should be registered in each pre-convention event.
· Participants who will not be attending the convention should be registered, including the $35 registration fee.
Challenge Events

· Congregation coordinators prejudge all challenge events.  Please review all individual forms, making every effort to:
· Keep the standards high.
· Make certain that the student actually performed the work listed with minimal adult supervision.
· Remember that these are supposed to be challenges and not “gimmies.”
· All challenge events must be turned into SELTC Central upon arrival at the convention.
· A challenge form must be completed (provided in the “forms” section of this manual).
· Participants should be registered in each challenge event.
· Participants who will not be attending the convention should be registered, including the $35 registration fee.
Convention Events
· A participant may be in only one individual or team event during a given time period.
· For a team event, a Team Sheet must be completed and turned in at the event time.  
· Team Sheets should be downloaded from the Online Registration Portal – http://reg.seltc.org
· In a team event, a participant may move up to an older level, but an older participant may not move down to a younger level.  Each team will participate at the grade level of the highest graded member.
· Participants should be registered in each convention event.

· Participants must be registered, including the $35 registration fee. 

· Judges’ critique sheets will be placed in congregational packets to be picked up at the end of the convention.
Each registered participant will receive a t-shirt, plaque and engraved award medals for all events in which they participated.

Requests for awards, corrections, or updates are due no later than April 18, 2016.
SELTC Church Coordinator Covenant

 Scholarships
Overview
Since SELTC began in 2001, thousands of dollars in scholarships have been presented to students who have excelled in leadership.  Participation in an activity is not necessarily evidence of leadership.  These scholarships are for those who have demonstrated leadership in their youth group, church, school, and community.  Our hope is that students will continue to discover and develop their leadership skills following graduation from high school.
Scholarship applications must include two reference letters from adults.  A teacher, coach, principal, or counselor can give a recommendation regarding school.  A preacher, elder, youth minister, or Bible class teacher could provide information about your leadership in youth group and church.  A civic leader (mayor, judge, police, etc.), a Boy/Girl Scout leader, or a civic organization leader could tell about your leadership in the community.  Letters must represent at least two of the three above areas.
The Process

The applications should be sent to SELTC by February 12, 2016 Scholarships may be awarded by Christian colleges or SELTC based on the applicants’ leadership abilities.
Christian College Scholarships
SELTC Scholarship award winners must be a current senior and be registered for the 2016 convention.
The universities, which may make scholarships available through SELTC, do so in hopes of enhancing their chances of attracting high quality students to their campuses.
If you receive an SELTC scholarship, consult the college that provided it for details.  In some cases, leadership scholarships from Christian Colleges may not be combined with other leadership scholarships.  They may, however, be used in combination with other types of scholarships (such as academic scholarships).
Tomberlin Servant Leadership Scholarship

To apply for a Tomberlin Servant Leadership Scholarship, students should
· Be a current senior
· Have attended SELTC throughout high school (9th -12th grade).
How well students describe leadership contributions will be a very important factor.  Students should clearly realize that mere participation in an activity is not necessarily evidence of leadership.  Perhaps it is too obvious to say, but we will say it anyway--if one does not “lead” in an activity, it is difficult to award a “leadership” scholarship.  The scholarship is for those who by their “track record” in life have demonstrated leadership. The scholarships are for those who have demonstrated leadership in church, school, and community. 
Students should send two references to be nominated for a scholarship. The nominations must be from two different sources – a church leader, a school leader, or a community leader.
The Tomberlin Servant Leadership Scholarship is available for use at any University.

The scholarship application is in the Forms Section of this manual.
You may apply for both scholarships using one form.
Christian Audio Minute Messagetc \l1 "RADIO MINUTE MESSAGE
Purpose

To challenge the participant in using a medium that is powerful in today’s world where time is of the essence. The participant is to design and present an audio message that will reach out to the community and encourage them with the message of Christ.

Grade Levels


There are five grade levels in this event: K-2, 3-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12.

Process

· Participants will:
· Prepare an individual message.
· Share a brief devotional thought based on the current year’s theme.
· Record the message on an audiocassette tape, audio CD, or as an audio MP3 file.  
· Complete a Pre-Convention form (in the Forms Section).
· Christian Audio Minute Messages that are recorded on an audiocassette tape or audio CD should be sent to the SELTC office by the pre-convention deadline. 
· Include the Pre-Convention form.  
· Christian Audio Minute Messages that are recorded as an audio MP3 file should be sent by email to seltc.office@gmail.com by the preconvention deadline.  
· The email should have "Christian Audio Minute Message" in the subject line.  
· The completed Pre-Convention form should be attached to the email as a PDF.
· Attach a PDF of the script.

· Each message will be returned, along with the judges’ sheets, to the students at the convention.

Rules

· The participant’s message should be between 30 and 60 seconds.
· Background music, special effects, etc. are permissible.
· No adult voices and only 1 student voice should be on the recording.
· Include only 1 Christian Audio Minute Message per tape or CD.
· Include only 1 Christian Audio Minute Message per envelope.
· In addition to a pre-convention form, each audio message should include:
· Typed script of the audio message on a separate sheet of paper.
· Label each recording with the name of the participant, his/her congregation and the congregation LTC number.

Children’s Booktc \l1 "CHILDREN’S BOOK
Purpose
Many of our students are talented, creative writers and artists.  We want to encourage those students to discover and develop their talent by writing and illustrating a Children’s Book that conveys a Christian message.
Grade Levels

There will be four grade levels in this event:  3-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12.

Process
· Participants will:
· Write a children’s story that reflects the current year’s LTC theme.
· Complete a Pre-Convention form (in the Forms Section) 
· If more than 1 student works on the presentation, print out Team Sheet from the on-line registration portal.  (reg.seltc.org)
· The books, Pre-Convention form and Team Sheet, if applicable, should be sent to SELTC by the pre-convention deadline.  Each book will be judged and returned, along with judges’ sheets, to the students at the convention.
Rules
· The story must be submitted in book form (bound with staples, thread, glue, etc.).  Handwritten work is admissible if legible and neatly presented.
· The story may be written in any form of fiction/non-fiction (e.g. mystery, action, humor, fable, etc.).  The current year’s theme should be clearly and accurately taught or presented in the story. 
· The story should not be a direct copy of a Bible story but may utilize Bible characters to convey the message.  Be creative.
· The story should use correct grammar, spelling, and punctuation.  It should also include elements appropriate for fiction/non-fiction, such as plot and character development.
· Adult assistance should be mainly verbal.  Adults may discuss the theme and its possible applications and make verbal suggestions on content and style.  Adults may also note editorial corrections on the participant’s written work.
· Each participant may submit only 1 entry.
· The book should be illustrated (drawing, cartoon, photographs, or computer-generated) with original (no use of copyrighted) art work.
· One person may write the story and another may illustrate.
Awards

There are 3 ratings available in each grade level – Gold, Silver or Bronze.

If there is an author and an illustrator, the book will be judged in the level of the oldest participant.

· Each participant may submit only 1 entry.
· Each story should include a cover sheet with the following information:

· Name, address and phone number of the congregation of the participant.

· The Powerpoint/Prezi or other form of presentation should be self-explanatory, but if you wish to provide additional descriptions of the pictures and have additional short narratives about the activities for the judges you are free to do so in a one-page attachment. 
· Complete a Pre-Convention form (in the Forms Section)

· If more than 1 student works on the presentation, print out Team Sheet from on-line registration portal. (reg.seltc.org)
· Mail the Pre-Convention form, the Team Sheet (if applicable) and a flash drive or CD/DVD, or email (seltc.office@gmail.com) the event on or before preconvention deadline.  
· If emailed, the email should have "Electronic Presentation" in the subject line.  
· The completed Pre-Convention form should be attached to the email as a PDF.
· The Team Sheet, if applicable, should be attached to the email as a PDF.
· Each presentation will be judged and returned, if necessary, along with judges’ sheets, to the students at the convention.
Rules
· Presentations should be no less than 10 slides or more than 40. The first slide must include participants’ name(s) with their grade(s), church name, congregation LTC number, convention site, category, and copyright information. 
· The slides themselves and all features within the slide should advance automatically. 
· The maximum time for the presentation is 7 minutes. 
· The first slide should include your personal copyright information. For example, it should have your name, the year and the copyright symbol.

· Presentations will be judged on Windows and Apple platforms.

· Adult assistance shall be limited to that of technical advice and supervision only.
· Attention to detail with pictures, words, and graphics are highly encouraged. 
· By sending your presentation to SELTC you are granting permission to SELTC to upload your work to the SELTC website as a resource for future participants.

Song Writingtc \l1 "SONG WRITING
Purpose
The Old Testament book of Psalms represents the “songbook” of generations of God’s people.  Over time, great men and women of God have continued to put the thoughts of their heart into song.  Many of those have become standards in worship services today.  Song Writing provides an outlet for a young person’s musical interest and talent in the context of the Lord’s service.  Our hope is that some of these participants will grow up to write compositions suitable for publication and use by future generations of worshipers.

Grade Levels

There are four grade levels in this event: 3-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12

Process
· Participants will:

· Write an original a cappella composition relating to the current year’s theme.

· Mail 3 copies of the song and title page.

· Complete a Pre-Convention form (in the Forms Section).
· If more than 1 student works on the presentation, print out Team Sheet from on-line registration portal. (reg.seltc.org)
· The composition, Pre-Convention form and Team Sheet, if applicable, should be sent to SELTC by the pre-convention deadline.  

· Each song will be judged and returned, along with judges’ sheets, to the students at the convention.
.Rules
· Write an original melody and lyrics.  Do not write words “to be sung to the tune of” an existing melody.  No awards will be given for lyrics only.  
· The lyrics must adhere to this year’s theme.  
· You may, instead of writing original lyrics, set a scripture text to music, in which case you must note that fact on your title page.

· When you have finished your composition, sing it in someone else’s hearing to be sure it is as singable as you think it is.  Then try teaching it to someone.

· Harmony is not required, and no points will be deducted for being melody only.  
· Two-part harmony at least is encouraged in the older grade levels. 
· Improper harmonic chords may result in lower scores 
· More than 1 person may work on a composition. 
· It is intended that all writers of both words and music be student participants.

· Give the introduction and read the passages in a public forum.

· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Challenge forms should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.

Rules

· The board must be displayed in the classroom or other public area at the church building.

· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Challenge Forms with attached Team Sheet should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.
Team Event
· Print out Team Sheet from on-line registration portal (reg.seltc.org)
· Attach the Team Sheet to the Challenge Form to turn in to SELTC Central.
Rules
· The participants will work together to plan a community event at the local congregation.

· The event may be a new event or one that happens periodically

· The participants must set a goal for the event so all team members will know what they are trying to accomplish.
· The participants will be responsible for operating the event.
· This involves advertising, lining up volunteers, set-up, program, clean-up and all other items relating to making sure the event runs smoothly.

· There should be an adult to help facilitate all aspects of the event.

·  After the event, the participants and the adult will meet together to evaluate the event.

· The evaluation will focus on reviewing the results of the events and discussing ideas for improvement.

· The congregation coordinator may further define these requirements for their local congregation.

Leadership Challenge PRIVATE 
Purpose

To promote the leadership of older participants in the training of younger participants.
Grade Levels


There is one grade level for this event: 9-12.


You must be in 9th grade or higher to participate in this event.
Process
· Complete all requirements by SELTC Convention.
· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Challenge Forms should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.

Rules
· The participant will lead a group of students in grades 3 – 6 in their training for the SELTC Convention.
· The participant must meet with these students for a minimum of 6 sessions.
· The participant will coach or assist a team or three individuals preparing for an individual event. 
· The teen may work with an adult but must take a major leadership role in the training.
·  No more than 2 teens may work together with 1 team.
· The participant will work under the guidance of the congregation coordinator who will certify completion of this event. 
· The congregation coordinator may further define these requirements for their local congregation.

A recognition plate will be awarded for completion of this event.

Outreach Challenge

Purpose
To encourage Christian young people to reach out and teach others the gospel of Christ.  It is to promote the need of reaching out to the lost and bringing them to the knowledge of God’s Word.
Grade Level

There is one grade level for this event: 9-12


You must be in 9th grade or higher to participate in this event.
Process
Each participant will:

· Be involved in two or more outreach projects with those who are not New Testament Christians.
· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Write a one-page report of the lessons they have learned from reaching out to others with the gospel and attach to the Challenge Form.
· All required documentation should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.
Rules
· When individual Bible studies are conducted, the participant must outline a study approved by the event coach before the actual study begins.
· Material must be Bible-based and evangelistic.  The object is to teach and convert the lost to Christ.
· Participants and event coaches will keep records of dates, materials used, and the participant’s response to these outreach projects.  
· Participants one page report should include a heading that has the following information:

· Participants Name

· Congregation LTC #

· Individual projects can be performed more than once.

Suggested Projects for Outreach Challenge
1. Conducting a Bible study with a non-Christian.
2. Conducting a Bible study with a new convert on living the Christian life.
3. Being a participant in a mission trip.
4. Bringing at least 4 non-Christians with you to worship.
5. Conducting a weekly Bible study for your peers (including a non-Christian) for at least a month.
6. Being a part of an outreach team that works for one day to invite people to worship, a gospel meeting, VBS, or to participate in a Bible study.
7. Organizing or working on a youth rally designed to reach area youth. 
8. Making 4 contacts with those who visit your bible class inviting them to return and study. (ex:  visit, phone call or card)
9. Being a part of a teaching team that works with a VBS reaching out to area youth.
10. Working with the local outreach minister/leader to assist in teaching the gospel to the lost.  This can be a project designed by the participant, outreach minister/leader and approved by the church coordinator.
11. Studying with a non-Christian through a correspondence course such as World Bible School.

12. Work with the local prison minister to assist in teaching the gospel to the lost.

13. Being a counselor for mostly non-Christians at a church camp for one session.

14. Participate in “Let’s Start Talking” or some similar program that teaches English using the Bible.
Public Prayer Challenge

Purpose

To develop experience in leading public prayers.
Grade Levels

There are four grade levels in this event:  K-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12.

Process

· Complete public prayers prior to the convention.
· Maintain a list of the situation in which the prayers occurred.  This list should be given to your congregation coordinator.
· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Challenge Forms should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.

Rules

· No introduction is required – the focus is on leading a prayer in public.

· Prayers should be in a public forum. 

· Examples of appropriate places are:

· Bible classes

· Worship Services

· Small Group Settings/Devotionals

Scripture Challenge PRIVATE 
Purpose

To promote the habit of memorizing Scripture. 
Grade Levels


There are three grade levels for this event: K-2, 3-6, 7-12.

Process
· Memorize 30, 50 or 100 verses of Scripture depending on grade level by SELTC Convention.
· The verses may be said in multiple sittings as outlined in the awards section, but the specified total number of verses must be memorized and recited by each participant.
· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Challenge Forms should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.

Rules
· Select the scriptures to be memorized, being careful not to repeat scriptures used by this individual in previous years.
· The student may use any translation except those referred to as paraphrased or condensed.
· Memory work should be a direct quotation of the chosen text.
· The participant may use a list of scriptures during the sittings.  No other notes are allowed.
· The congregation coordinator will specify one or more individuals to listen to students and verify their accomplishments.  He/she will certify that the student has memorized and recited 100 verses.

Awards

Individual awards will be given to participants in each of the following categories:

Service Challenge PRIVATE 
Purpose
To encourage students to make Christian service an integral part of their lives. 
Grade Levels


There are two grade levels for this event: K-6, 7-12.

Process
· Complete all requirements by SELTC Convention.
· Students should maintain a list of service projects (date and brief description) throughout the year.  
· That list should be given to the congregation coordinator for review.
· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Challenge Forms should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.

Rules
· Participants may choose from the following list of service projects or may create new ones.
· The congregation coordinator will be asked to evaluate the merit of any project that is listed by an individual (especially projects that are not youth group or church-oriented).
· Major projects such as mission trips, VBS, work camps, etc. can count as a maximum of two projects, but must cover at least three days.
· When creating their own projects, participants are encouraged to meet the needs of individuals, assist their immediate family, build up their church, or improve their community.

Awards
There will be three levels of recognition in K – 6th grades
Gold -- 10 projects
Silver -- 8 projects
  Bronze -- 6 projects
There will also be three levels of recognition in 7th – 12th grades
Gold -- 12 projects
Silver -- 10 projects
  Bronze -- 8 projects

Examples of Service Projects
Examples of Service Projects for Grades K-6
· Spend one hour picking up trash somewhere in the community.
· Write five notes of encouragement to shut-ins, sick, etc.
· Help a shut-in from your congregation with chores at his/her home.
· Work on a recycling project for at least one month and donate the money to a non-profit organization.
· Write three letters to missionaries encouraging them in their work.
· Read a book of the New Testament on tape to be given to an elderly person who may have difficulty reading.
· Locate a cemetery in your community that would appreciate help with the never-ending fight against litter and weeds.  
· Contact a children’s home and arrange to be a pen pal for a child. (Send at least six letters during a three-month period.)
· Volunteer to arrive early and help set up for a church event that is not related to children or youth ministries.

Examples of Service Projects for Grades 7-12
· Baby-sit free of charge for a total of ten hours.  (This should be done for children outside of your immediate family.)
· Locate a needy family and personally put together and deliver a “care package” of food, toys, etc.
· Help three shut-ins from your congregation with chores at their home.
· Organize a “teacher appreciation car wash.”  Bible class teachers can come for a free car wash “just because...”
· Visit a local nursing home and read devotional literature or the Bible to the residents.
· Write ten sympathy notes to appropriate individuals or families.
· Write five notes of appreciation to Bible class teachers who have made or are currently making a difference in your life.
· Call an elderly friend and volunteer to either pick up groceries for that person or take him/her shopping with you.
· Help prepare and deliver dinner for an elder’s or minister’s family.
· Volunteer to work an hour a week for one month in the church library or workroom.  Seek the approval and assistance of the librarian or workroom attendant, if there is one.
· Assist in a children’s Bible class for one complete quarter or trimester.
· Make a bedroll for a homeless person.
· Make receiving blankets and diaper shirts for a hospital mission.

Teaching Challenge

Purpose

To encourage young people to develop creative teaching skills.
Grade Levels


There are three grade levels in this event: 3-4, 5-6, 7-12.

Process

· Complete all requirements prior to the convention.
· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).
· Challenge forms should be brought to SELTC Central by 5:00 p.m. the Friday of the convention.
Rules

· Participants should be at least 3 years older than the class he/she is teaching.
· As a helper, the participant must aid the teacher in preparing for the class.  This would include cutting out handwork, coloring and preparing visual aids, preparing artwork, etc.  The teacher will provide all needed materials.  The participant should also attend the class and help the teacher in whatever way is needed.
· As a helper and teacher, the participant must aid the teacher in preparing for the class and teach a small portion of the class, such as the Bible lesson, the application story, etc.
· As a teacher, the participant would be responsible for preparing for the class and teaching the entire class time.
· Participants should complete these tasks with the same class. These tasks should be completed within consecutive weeks, if possible.
· This is an individual event.

To promote participation in worship leadership at the local congregation. Young men are encouraged to use the skills learned as a part of LTC at their home church.

There are two grade levels for this event: 3-6, 7-12.

Process
· Complete all requirements by SELTC Convention.
· The congregation coordinator should complete a Challenge Form (in the Forms Section).

Grade Levels


There are five grade levels in this event: K-2, 3-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12.

Process
· Each student may submit only one Christian Art entry.
· Register each artwork for judging on Saturday morning (time and location to be announced).  
· Include the following information (typed):
· Church’s LTC Number
· Congregation Name
· City
· Artist’s Name
· Grade Level
· Quotation or Scripture Reference
· Category/Description of Medium used
· Caption
· Pick up artwork by 5:00 p.m. Saturday.
Required Standards
· Participants should create an artwork that visually reflects the current year’s theme.
· Each entry must include a caption (2-5 sentences explaining your thoughts and connecting them directly to the art), quotation, or Scripture reference to indicate which passage is being interpreted and how. 
· This passage must be typed or handwritten/printed and matted with art on front, or placed and taped on the back or beneath.
· Adult assistance should be limited to that of advice and supervision. The student submitting the art will be the sole artist of that entry.  
· Matting and/or self-supporting frames are admissible.  Adults can assist in matting and/or framing.

· No easels or glass permitted.
· Special lighting will not be permitted.

Sculpture Rules
· The sculpture should not exceed 12 x 12 inch (base) and should not stand over 18 inches.  Smaller entries are permissible.
· Sculptures must be self-supporting, i.e., supported or braced as needed for display.  However, sculptures and supports/braces must remain movable.
· The use of materials is not restricted.  
Christian Art (cont.)

Photography Rules
· The total size (photograph plus frame/mat board) should not exceed 18 x 24 inches. Smaller entries are permissible.
· Photograph must be framed or matted.
· Photographs may be taken in either black-and-white or color.  

Painting Rules
· The total size (painting plus frame/mat board) should not exceed 18 x 24 inches.  Smaller entries are permissible. 
· Paintings must be framed or matted.
· All surfaces must be two-dimensional; paper, canvas, masonite, illustrator’s board, etc., applied with oils, acrylics, watercolors, transparent inks, gouache, alkyds, etc.

Drawing Rules
· The total size (drawing plus frame/mat board) should not exceed 18 x 24 inches.  Smaller entries are permissible.
· Drawing must be framed or matted.
· All surfaces must be two dimensional:  paper, illustrators board, etc., applied with crayons, color pencils, chalk, pastels, conte crayon, charcoal, scratch board, markers, etc.

Mixed Media/Collage Rules
· The total size (collage plus frame/mat board) should not exceed 18 x 24 inches.  Smaller entries are permissible.  
· Mixed Media/Collage must be framed or matted.
· Collages must be two-dimensional surfaces, boards, paper, etc. Combinations are not limited.  (An oil painting with an under drawing in pencil is not a mixed media.  Suggestion:  string, magazine cutouts, cardboard, glue, foam core, paint, buttons, cross-stitch, fabric applications, i.e., anything can be attached!).

Computer-Generated Rules
· The size of computer-generated pieces entered, including mat, should not exceed 16 x 18 inches. Smaller entries are permissible.  Exceeding these limits will affect your rating.
· Computer-generated entries must be framed or matted.  Computer-generated entries may be in color or black-and-white.  Each entry will be judged upon its own merit, regardless of its type.
· All entries must be original work.  It is considered plagiarism to use another’s work.  This includes scanning in an image and adding words to it.  Any scanned images used must be clearly manipulated.

Bible Bowl

Purpose

To challenge students to achieve in-depth knowledge of God’s Word.

Grade Levels


There are four grade levels in this event: 3-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12.

Process
· Bible Bowl Coaches should
· Read and understand the rules for the current year.
· Enroll four-member teams in grade level of the highest-graded member.
· Provide one adult scorer for each Bible Bowl team.
· Register each team online (http://reg.seltc.org) by February 22, 2016.
Pre-Event
· The subject of study for the 2016 Bible Bowl will be the books of Joshua, Judges and Ruth, except for Judges chapters 19-21.
· Questions will be drawn from the text, including footnotes and chapter headings, of the New International Version (2011).  
· Any information in the text may be asked, and some questions may cover information covered in more than one verse.  
· Check www.seltc.org for Bible Bowl study materials and website links.

Event
· Team requirements
· A team consists of four players.  
· Teams and adult scorers should report to the event area 30 minutes before the beginning of Bible Bowl.
· To participate, each team must have

· An adult scorer.
· Each player must wear his nametag during all event activities.  
· A congregation may enter any number of teams in each grade level.
· A player may be a member of only one team.
· A player may participate in a grade level above his own, but may not participate in a lower grade level.
· Players may have no materials on their tables during the event.
· Players may not have cell phones in their possession.
· Bible Bowl (cont.)

· Events in the Bible Bowl Tournament will follow this format:
· Teams will sit at tables in the front of the room.  
· The audience will be seated at the back of the room.
· Team members will sit in single file with their backs to the audience facing a scorer.  
· Each player will have a cube with the letters A-D mounted on the sides.  
Letter arrangements are not uniform.
· Spectators
· Spectators may not enter or leave the room while the event is in process.
· Spectators are allowed no speaking privileges during the event.
· Questions and Answers
· All questions will be objective, calling for specific facts, order of events, or chapter locations.
· No question will call for an interpretation.
· Each participant will receive a printed copy of the questions.

· No marks will be made on the copy of the questions.

· The questions may also be displayed on screens
· The Quizmaster will read each question aloud one time only.
· A Scripture reference will accompany each question.
· If the Quizmaster or any Scorer hears an answer spoken by anyone in the room, the question will be voided.  No substitution question will be asked.
· If a question is disqualified by spoken answer or protest, credit on that question will be given to all participants.
· After the reading of each question, each player will have five seconds to think about his / her answer.
· After five seconds, a tone will sound.  The player will then have five seconds to prepare his cube for display of his answer choice.
· After five seconds, a second tone will sound.  Each player will reveal his answer (letter A-D on the cube) to the scorer at that time.  
· A player who reveals his answer after that time receives no credit on the question.
· After each question, the Quizmaster will give the correct answer.
· After play has started, a player will be disqualified for talking.
Bible Bowl (cont.)

· Scoring
· A scorer may not keep score for a team from his or her home congregation.
· After each question, the scorer will record the individual answer of each player on a standardized score sheet.
· The scorer will then record the correct answer and determine the team’s combined score on that question.
· Each team scores one point for each player who answers a question correctly.
· No bonus or adjusted points are given for any reason.
· By raising a card with a number on it, each scorer will display the team’s score on each question.
· After all scores are recorded and displayed, the Quizmaster will ask the next question.
· Bible Bowl Tournament
· All teams will participate in three rounds.
· In Round One, each member of each team will answer 40 multiple-choice questions.
· After 40 questions have been recorded and scored, each scorer will verify that the four individual scores and the team score are correct and will sign the score sheet.
· 30 questions will be asked in Round Two.
· After 30 questions have been recorded and scored, each scorer will verify that the four individual scores and the team score are correct and will sign the score sheet.
· 30 questions will be asked in Round Three.
· After 30 questions have been recorded and scored, each scorer will verify that the four individual scores and the team score are correct and will sign the score sheet.
· Awards

· Individual
· Individual Bible Bowl Awards are determined by the cumulative score of each individual compared to the highest individual score in that grade level (see the scoring table).
· The Gold award goes to individuals scoring within 90%.
· The Silver award goes to individuals scoring from 80 – 89.9%.
· The Bronze award goes to individuals scoring from 70 – 79.9%.
· The Participant award goes to individuals scoring below 70%.
· Team Awards – Based on the level of the oldest participant.
· Team awards will be based on the combined scores of the three rounds.  The maximum possible team score is 400 points (see the scoring table). 
· The Gold award goes to teams scoring within 90% of the highest team score.
· The Silver award goes to teams scoring from 80 – 89.9% of the highest team score.
· The Bronze award goes to teams scoring from 70 – 79.9% of the highest team score.

· Each participating congregation is responsible for providing one proctor for the Bible Quiz event.

Pre-Event

· The subject of the 2016 Bible Quiz will be the books of Joshua, Judges and Ruth, except for Judges 19-21.
· Questions will be drawn from the text of the New International Version (2011)
· Check www.seltc.org for Bible Quiz study materials and website links
Event
· Participant requirements
· To participate, each congregation must provide one proctor.
· Participants should participate at their own grade level.
· Participants should report to the event area 15 minutes before the scheduled start time.

· Participants may have no outside materials on their tables during the event. 
· Participants may not have cell phones in their possession.
· Participants are allowed to leave the room only in case of an emergency and must be accompanied by their teams proctor.
· Proctor Requirements
· The Proctor will sign-in participants from their congregation into the event.
· Proctors will be responsible for their congregations participants while in the room and once the event is completed.

Sermon Delivery
Purpose:

To provide opportunities for young men to develop their talents for preaching the gospel whether they pursue full time work in the ministry or whether they preach as capable members in their respective congregations.
Grade Level:


There is one grade level for this event: 9-12.


You must be in 9th grade or higher to participate in this event.
Process:

· Register for proper grade level
· Have each speaker at the proper room before the event begins.
· Sermon Delivery will be at the same time as Speech, so a participant must choose between those two events.

Rules:

· This event will be open to young men in grades 9 - 12 only.
· Each Sermon will be nine to twelve minutes in length.

Signing for the Deaf

Purpose

To develop the ability to communicate with the deaf and hard of hearing and thus glorify God and his church.

Grade Levels

There are five grade levels in this event:  K-2, 3-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12.

Process 
· Ensure participants get a current copy of the event rules.
· Ensure participants select, register, and prepare for Signing Level I-A, Signing Level I or Signing Level II.
Rules 

· Each first time participant and participants in grades K-2 must participate in Signing Level I-A
· Each participant in grades 3 - 12 can participate in either Signing Level I or Signing Level II.
· The Convention Event Coordinator will provide the recording to be used during the convention.  No other recordings may be used.  
· Another person cannot give signs or coaching instructions while participant is signing.
· A solid color blouse/shirt/dress contrasting with skin tone should be worn while signing.
· All participants must meet in their assigned room ten minutes prior to their scheduled time. The participants are allowed to watch and encourage each other. 
· Spectators may enter or exit the room at designated times between performances.
· All participants will be pre-registered by their churches, and placed in a specific room. If a participant’s name is not on the list or other changes need to be made, see the event coordinator for resolution.

Signing Levels

· Participants will fingerspell or sign the title of the second song selection. 
· Once the judges have announced the selection, no changes will be made in the selection.  
· Order of Level 2 parts in event: Bible verse, Choice song, Judges’ choice song

Definition of Major Sign Language Systems

American Sign Language (ASL) is the language of the Deaf community.  ASL “paints a picture” through the use of conceptual signs.  Signs are chosen based on meaning and not necessarily the English word.  ASL syntax (topic/comment) and grammar are used to convey meaning of an English expression. Some features of ASL include classifiers, directionality, placement and facial expressions.

Contact Signing (formerly known as Pidgin) combines the grammatical structure of English and the conceptual signs of American Sign Language.  It is similar to spoken English with few syntactical changes.
Signing Exact English (SEE II) signs follow English word order and are literally a word for word representation of the English sentence.  Many initialized signs are used as well as verbs, articles, word endings, prefixes, suffixes, etc.  

Example


English: 
“I like to go to the movies.”



ASL: “movie me like go”


Contact Signing:  “me like go movie”


SEE II: “I like to go to the movies”
*There is often much confusion when it comes to which sign language system to use when signing songs.  You do not have to identify which sign language system you will use on the registration form.  As you begin to prepare for this event, it is important to think of the meaning of the song, and not necessarily the exact English words.  Therefore, we recommend that you use ASL or Contact Signing.

Speech

Purpose

 To develop verbal communication talents and public speaking skills as they relate to biblical principles.
Grade Levels


There are four grade levels in this event: 3-4, 5-6, 7-8, 9-12.


You must be in 3rd grade or higher to participate in this event.

Process
· Ensure participants get a current copy of event rules

· Register participants by proper grade level.
· Speech will be at the same time as Sermon Delivery, so a male participant in grades 9-12 must choose between the two events.

Rules
· There will be separate divisions for boys and girls.  Girls may request a female only audience.
· Each speech should be related to the current year’s theme.  However, students in grades three through six may choose to speak about a Bible character as the topic of their speech.
· Speeches should be three to six minutes in length.
· A parent’s or coach’s involvement in developing the speech will differ as participants grow and develop. It is permissible for parents or coaches to assist younger participants (3rd – 6th grades). However, it is expected that participants will be heavily involved. By seventh grade, the work should primarily be that of the participants. By ninth grade, all work should be researched and written by the participant.
· This event is not a dramatic interpretation.  Props will not be allowed.  Any article, either carried or worn, that is referenced in the speech will be considered a prop.  The Bible is not a prop.  
· Note cards and/or notes on an electronic tablet will be allowed.  Consideration will be given to participants who demonstrate thorough preparation by memorizing their material.
· Another speaker may not repeat a speech.
· Any video or audio equipment to record the participant must be set up prior to the event and must be stationary.

· Each speaker should be in the proper room 10 minutes before the event begins.

· Spectators may enter or exit the room at designated times between performances.

· All participants will be pre-registered by their churches, and placed in a specific room.  If a participant’s name is not on the list or other changes need to be made, see the event coordinator for resolution.
